Dunwich was once one of the largest
ports in England, with a population of
over 4500 and influence that extended
across the country. Over the centuries,
the sea has slowly reclaimed Dunwich,
leaving only a small village with a deep

history behind.

Whether it was D Day or the Battle of
Britain when the gallant ‘few’ defended
our shores in their Spitfires and
Hurricanes, Bawdsey radar was at the
centre of this effort. Experimental
developments carried out in Suffolk in
the years leading up to the outbreak of
war enabled this success. The use of
radio waves to detect the presence of
aircraft was fully developed by a team of

Dunwich Heath

Dunwich Heath is a tranquil landscape,
home to rare wildlife, but it has a
turbulent past. Operation Kruschen, in
1943 was designed to test ways that
German defences could be breached to
allow successful landings by Allied troops
into occupied Europe. Complete mock
German defensive positions were
constructed, including trenches and
minefields as well as barbed wire,

pillboxes, weapon-pits and anti-tank
measures. Thousands of troops practised

Extensive [
defences were set up in and around ‘
Dunwich. The beach was mined, anti-
tank traps were put in the marshes, a
radar station was established at
Dunwich Greyfriars, and dragons’ teeth
were embedded along the shoreline.

\ scientists and engineers that were sent
3 initially to Orfordness and then to
Bawdsey Manor. This work, carried out
in haste and in great secrecy, turned the
idea into a chain of coastal radar
stations ready and able to defend the
country. Bawdsey Radar was the first.
